EuP Directive
The European EuP Directive (Ecodesign for devices using power) will be coming, and it is possible that implementing it will force changes in hardware architectures.  
- The Directive itself has been issued but is not specific. 

- The Implementing Measures for office equipment will be issued this year.  
- Will certainly include stricter levels for "standby and off mode losses" of electronics, including computers and most peripherals.  
- The preliminary definitions of power states look just like ours: Standby = reduced function, main functions not available, but command to return to full power state is available.  
- If the standby loss levels are very low, this might require two-stage power, where a tiny micro controls power for larger micro, and the tiny one knows only Wake on LAN or some such command.  
Alert use, from Spinoza,

Scheduled alerts: require no input from device, scheduled separately based on human policies.  Examples: clean filter, warranty expired, scheduled maintenance.  
Dynamic alerts: device dependent; the status of the device is polled frequently.  Examples:
- Device on/off.
- Lamp age warning.  Compare current age with manufacturer's spec; user defines a percentage threshold.
- Network error alert interpreted as serious, always warns as theft alert.
- Thermal alert, polled frequently.  
Control functions currently used: 
- Device on off

- Input select
- Brightness
- Contrast

- Volume

Multiple thermal sensors?  

- Sanyos give two or three temperature values plus an overall temperature status reading: normal, warning hot, critical hot.  

- We might need to add some general device temperature status for too warm.  Two states: good and bad.  
- A general status variable in some projectors lumps all these together: on/off, warm, hot,  lamp failure, fan failure.  [Just like combined status in printer: used to save space, but requires extra work in every application to decode it.]
Interface Model

We went over the interface model slides.  
- Multiple VGA connectors are not uncommon, so the table format is probably a better approach.  
- Move the interface Enabled property into the optional category.
